HVNA BZA/BAR Committee Mission Statement

HVNA BZA/BAR Recommendations to Applicants

We recommend before making application to the city of Charleston’s BZA and BAR

1. Provide committee with plans and copies of applications that will be submitted to the city. 

2. Contact adjacent neighbors, to include those neighbors abutting your property to the side and rear as well as all properties on both sides of the block. 

3. Provide committee with a list of neighbors that have been notified and how they were notified.
· We will provide a forum for communication between applicants and residents.

· We will provide a letter of position on all applications before the BZA and BAR.

· We will ask for a deferral if contact has not been made with neighbors or we feel they have not had adequate time to review your application.

*Please note, many times applications are easily agreed upon between applicants, neighbors and our committee. In the event of a controversial application, the committee may determine that it is necessary to defer an application to present either to the HVNA Board or the HVNA membership for a consensus vote.
